Fees of aftercare: 
 

• For GCUASc learners: Daily rate of R50 or max R700/month  
     For external learners: R150/day or a maximum monthly fee of R1800.  
     This fee includes a snack and juice. 
• Fees will be invoiced in advance at the beginning of the month. One 
     -month written notice must be given when child is no longer in 
      aftercare.
